Ordinance No. 116

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF PATTISON ESTABLISHING A PLANNING COMMISSION
PURSUANT TO CHAPTER 212 OF THE TEXAS LOCAL GOVERNMENT CODE;
ESTABLISHING APPOINTMENT, TERMS AND REMOVAL; ESTABLISHING DUTIES AND
POWERS; DEFINING A QUORUM.

WHEREAS, Chapter 212 of the Texas Local Government Code requires a municipal authority to
approve a plat or replat that is filed under Chapter 212 of the Local Government Code and
satisfies all applicable regulations; and

WHEREAS, Chapter 212, "Municipal Regulation of Subdivisions and Property Development," of
the Texas Local Government Code provides for the establishment of a City Planning
Commission: and

WHEREAS, the City seeks by the establishment of a Planning Commission to protect the
health, safety, and welfare of the citizens of the City of Pattison, Texas by providing an orderly
process for the review of plats and applicable regulations.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
PATTISON, TEXAS THAT:

Findings. That the facts and recitations contained in the preamble of this Ordinance are hereby
found and declared to be true and are adopted as part of this Ordinance for all purposes.

Sec. 1. Established and Membership.

There is established a planning commission for the City.

The planning commission shall be composed of seven (7) voting members, each of whom
shall be, at the time of appointment and at all other times while serving as a member of such
commission, resident citizens of and owners of real property within the city. Further, the city
council, may from time to time appoint additional ex officio members to the commission. This
position may participate in debate but may not vote on issues before the commission. To be
eligible for an ex officio position on the commission the member shall be a resident of the city or
own land within the city limits.

Sec. 2. Appointment and term of office.

The mayor shall nominate, and by and with the approval of the city council, shall appoint
and may remove at any time the members of the planning commission. Appointments to the
planning commission shall be made at the expiration of each term and each appointment shall
be for a two-year term. Planning commission members so appointed and approved shall serve
in such capacity for a period of not more than two years, but may be reappointed, subject to
approval by city council, following each term of service. Vacancies for the unexpired terms of
any member whose position becomes vacant shall be filled by appointment by the mayor,
subject to approval by the city council. Newly selected members shall be duly sworn and
